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A t the moment, some drivers are over the limit at the roadside
but by the time they get to the police station and queue to

be “booked in,” their reading has come below the limit and they
escape prosecution, said TTC Development Manager John Price.

As the UK’s leading drink drive rehabilitation organisation, TTC
has been involved in the Government consultation on the draft of
the new Road Safety Bill through its membership of the
Parliamentary Advisory Council for Transport Safety (Pacts).

“It will mean that drink drivers will no longer get a chance to
blow a negative test perhaps some two hours later when they are
tested at the police station and their alcohol levels have fallen to
just below the legal limit.

“This new law helps with the message that drinking and driving
is totally unacceptable and it will bring it home to motorists that
there is now even more chance that they will be caught.”

But TTC said it was concerned over what would happen to the
drink driver once they had blown a positive breath test at the
roadside.

“Police now arrest a drink driver who has blown a positive
breath test and should only release them from custody once they
have provided a negative breath test, perhaps many hours later. If
they are caught at the scene and processed there, what prevents
them from driving home?”

These and other issues were now being discussed before the
Bill gets on the statute book, probably in April or May this year.

New Drink Drive
Law is Welcomed
New laws giving police powers to gather evidence
against drink drivers at the roadside are welcomed
by the TTC Group.

OBE FOR ROAD SAFETY
TTC Group Director Graham
Wynn, a pioneer of drink
drive education which has
gained global recognition,
has been awarded the OBE
for services to road safety.

Mr Wynn set up the
company 12 years ago

with wife and fellow director
Jenny to trial a Government
initiative to educate
convicted drink drivers.

TTC has seen
phenomenal growth since
the Government expanded

depth 16 hour training programme praised for reducing drink
drive re-offending rates. TTC is now the largest provider of
alcohol education in the UK putting on 800 courses for more
than 9,000 offenders in 14 counties each year.

Mr Wynn (55), a member of the Parliamentary Advisory
Council for Transport Safety, travels the country raising
awareness about drink driving and road safety at seminars
and conferences for businesses, road safety professionals
and magistrates.

A former magistrate, he said he was delighted by the
award which was down to wife and co-director Jenny and a
dedicated team based at their head office in Shropshire, a
regional office in the north-west and trainers from throughout
the UK.

“The award is all down to our hard working team of
professionals who have successfully got over to thousands
of people that we can and do have safer roads by 
educating people.”

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TTC Group Director Graham Wynn said: “We have got to
change from being a sticking plaster society to

actually having an impact on people from all walks of life. 
“Our education courses for businesses have been very well

received and we intend to continue to grow this side of our
training initiative so that we educate people before they commit
what for many will be their first criminal offence of drink driving.”

Director Roger Hargreaves of Ricoh, a world leader in
business communications, praised the alcohol and drugs
education for its 600 plus workforce.

“A workforce that has undergone the TTC training will be
healthier and it will result in a fall in absenteeism.”

Harvey Nurse, of the Union Pub Company which manages
more than 1,200 pubs, said: “They learn a lot on this course. It is
very interesting, informative and a fun course to do.” 

Mike Ward, general manager at Budget Gas, said his
company drivers had learned much from the course which
dispelled myths including breakfast “soaking up” the previous
night’s alcohol, revealed the strength of Alcopops and how
people pour themselves a quadruple measure at home believing

it to be “just one glass.”
Similar to the course for drink drive offenders, TTC educates

the workforce about alcohol, drugs, prescribed and over the
counter medicines and their impact on health and driver safety. 

TTC has also pioneered the introduction of a much more
“factory friendly” form of drug and alcohol testing to ensure a
safer workforce and boost productivity while allowing companies
to keep abreast with new health and safety legislation. 

Improving driver safety as well as the nation’s health is the
ultimate aim of our business courses.  In the UK there are 17
million working days lost each year through absenteeism caused
by drink and drugs.

“We want to tackle alcohol and drug excess by the workforce
which costs the NHS £3 billion each year,” said Graham.

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Education Expands

Over the past year TTC has been encouraging businesses
to “change their attitudes” about the effects that alcohol
and drugs are having on the nation’s employees with the
aim of improving road safety among everyone.

The TTC Group has a
strong sense of corporate
social responsibility.

A s the UK’s largest and
one of the longest
providers of the drink

drive rehabilitation programme for
offenders, TTC also believes in
being proactive in community
initiatives.

Over the past few years these
have seen TTC actively take part

in charity raising events, provide
sponsorship, support youth
sporting agendas, and take a
lead role in tackling crime and
anti social behaviour.

Working alongside police and
community organisers, TTC
Group Director Jenny Wynn chairs

Magistrates have praised our alcohol education course as
“essential” for all members of the bench.

TTC manager Mel Hughes has presented 20 seminars to
650 JP’s in the north-west, Cheshire and in mid and

north Wales in 2005.
He has visited magistrates’ courts to deliver “a walk through” of

the current 16 hour drink drive rehabilitation course currently
undergone by more than 9,000 drink drivers referred onto our
courses every year.

The reaction from the magistracy has been tremendous, said
Mel, a former senior police officer who runs the north-west regional
office on behalf of the TTC Group.

Magistrates say it is a very rewarding course which is an “eye-
opener” for many of them. One said it was a “super insight into

drink related matters.”
While another commented that they now understood about

alcohol units, rates of absorption and effects on driving ability. One
JP said the TTC course was recommended for “both professional
and personal reasons.”

Magistrates in the areas served by TTC will get the chance to
attend either the induction training or the walk through course this
year. Any court interested should contact Mel Hughes on 0161 904
9713 as soon as possible.

TTC plan to roll out the training to cover 2,500 magistrates and
senior courts staff.

They are given details of various course modules, including units
and absorption, health, the police perspective and sentencing issues
in an entertaining and highly visual presentation involving practical
demonstrations, high impact videos and audience participation.

“I’ve had a very positive reaction from all the courts. They say it
is essential training for all magistrates,” added Mel.

T hey are as vulnerable as
car drivers in being

unaware about the effects of
alcohol on the body the day
after having a few drinks, said
Graham Wynn, director of the
TTC Group.  

He told 200 advanced
motorcycle riders from across
the UK how long it takes, on
average, for the body to
absorb and eliminate just one
unit of alcohol and some of the
factors that influence it.

Fewer motorcyclists are

caught drink driving compared
to car drivers, he told the IAM
motorcycle conference held in
the Midlands.

A survey of drink drivers
attending TTC education
courses found that 1 in 5 were
caught the next day, many
believing that they were no
longer over the drink drive limit.

“Even people with
responsible attitudes can be
caught out by a lack of
knowledge,” said Mr Wynn.

UK champion superbike

rider Brian Birks, who is
committed to his sport,
received a 22 month driving
ban and a £500 fine after he
was caught drink driving.

Brian, a motorcycle club
competitor, later thanked TTC
for putting him “back on track”
after he attended their alcohol
awareness course which he

said had probably saved his
life.

He volunteered for 16 hours
of paid tuition after appearing
before magistrates. After
successfully completing the
course he qualified for a 25
per cent reduction in his ban
and has now got his licence
back.

A small number of drink
drivers attending our

rehabilitation courses say they
face problems with getting
covered for house insurance.

A few claim they are being
refused house insurance by
insurance companies, revealed
Jenny Wynn, Director of the TTC
Group.

“We are advising our course
attendees to always contact their

home insurers to report details
about their criminal conviction.

“It may not affect their cover
but it just might be a
consequence so it is better to tell
them in advance to ensure that
they are covered in case of a
future claim.

“Those who asked for help
following a refusal found that
insurance companies who work
with TTC have covered them.”

T he success story in rehabilitating drink drivers reached a global
police audience when Graham Wynn spoke to 1,000

policewomen from across the world at the 43rd annual training
conference for the International Association of Women Police Officers
in Leeds.

Delegates from around the world attended the Connecting
Communities conference organised by the British Association for
Women in Policing which involved 60 speakers on a wide range of
international police subjects.

“It was pleasing to get our success story in rehabilitating convicted
drink drivers to such a worldwide audience,” said Mr Wynn.

Motorcyclists can fall foul of the “morning after”
syndrome and be caught drink driving just the same as
motorists, a conference heard.

B usinessman Tim Jay-
Smith agreed to work
with TTC to publicise

the tragedy nationwide in a
stark “don’t drink and drive”
warning.

He spoke to GMTV’s Ben
Shepherd in the programme
broadcast to 15 million
viewers. Later that morning he
also took to the airwaves to
talk on Radio 5 Live.

The former professional DJ
and record producer told about
the devastating consequences
of “one foolish moment” which

took the life of his 28-year-old
girlfriend. 

“I deserved to go to jail and
it gave me two years to sit and
think about what I had done.

“I lost everything. I was quite
well off. I had a nice old
farmhouse on the outskirts of a
national park. I had an
exceptionally good lifestyle.

“They say that drink driving
wrecks lives but they don’t say
just how many it wrecks. 

“You don’t realise just how
many victims there are. It has
left an enormous hole in my

life. I hardly go out any more. I
work all the time and I’ve made
a conscious effort to stop
drinking.” 

Tim said that the TTC
rehabilitation course was
“exceptionally worthwhile” and
has agreed to work with us in
future education campaigns.

T he 100,000th drink driver has
been referred onto a TTC
education course.

He
is the 100,000th referral by
magistrates since TTC started
delivering courses for convicted
drink drivers.

More Drink Drivers
More drink drivers are likely to be on the roads as a result of
longer pub opening hours, warned TTC Group Director
Jenny Wynn.

With a later drinking culture, many would be caught the
“morning after” on their way to work unaware that they had
broken the law, she said.

A TTC survey of 4,000 offenders who had attended our
rehabilitation course found that almost one in five were arrested
the following day.

People did not know how long alcohol stayed in the body or
how many units of alcohol they had drunk.

“TTC will continue to raise awareness among drivers. More
drivers are likely to be at risk as a result of the Government’s
lengthening of pub opening times unless they are educated 
about alcohol.

O ne of our trainers for
the Nottinghamshire
area is former police

officer Neil Hughes.

He joined TTC more than five
years ago on retiring from
Leicestershire Constabulary
after a 30 year police career.

During his police service, Neil
worked in the Force’s training

department teaching police,
civilian staff and probationary
constables.

Dealing with drink drivers and
the consequences of their
actions was “almost a daily
matter” during his service as
an operational officer, he said.

He gained a Teacher Training
Certificate after retiring from
the police force. 

Neil (54), of Melton Mowbray,
runs daytime, evening and
weekend courses for people
referred by magistrates in

Nottinghamshire to attend a
TTC education course after
being convicted of drink
driving. He is one of more
than 40 TTC trainers who
cover 14 English counties 
as well as north and mid
Wales.

“I like to watch as the course
progresses and see the
realisation of the effects of
alcohol on the course
participants. They have a new
view on alcohol and how little
it will take them to be over
the limit,” said Neil.
